Rather, always wear neon, fluorescent, or other bright colors when cycling day or night. Also wear something that reflects light, such as reflective tape or markings, or flashing lights. Remember, just because you can see a driver doesn’t mean the driver can see you.

Go With the Traffic Flow: Ride on the right in the same direction as other vehicles. Go with the flow – not against it.

Obey Traffic Laws: A bicycle is a vehicle and you are the driver. When you cycle in the street, obey all traffic signs, signals, and lane markings.
