Message from the Chief 
We want to welcome our new Chief Mr. Anthony Ayers Sr. 

He will be formally sworn in on Tuesday, February 4, 2020 at our Work 

Session being held at 6:30pm. We hope you can join us! 
 
Chief Anthony L. Ayers, Sr., is a Prince George’s County native.  

He was raised in Peppermill Village in Capitol Heights, Maryland.  

He attended Bishop McNamara High School, and served in the 

United States Navy.  In 1990 he attended the Prince George’s County 

Police Department Training Academy and became a police officer, 

where he later retired after 20 years of service.  He then joined the 

Prince George’s County Sheriff’s Department before being appointed 

as the Deputy Chief of Police, for the Town of Capitol Heights. In 

October of 2012, he was appointed as Chief of Police.  In 2017 he 

announced his Candidacy for Prince George’s County Sheriff.  After 

an amazing campaign, he came in second behind the Incumbent in 

the 2018 primary election.  Chief Ayers continued serving as a 

Community Security Consultant and guest Instructor at Prince 

George’s Community College’s Police Institute.  On January 14, 

2020 he was chosen as the new Chief of Police for the Town of 

Cottage City. 

 

Believing that safe and healthy communities don’t ‘just happen’, Chief Ayers has been recognized for 

his efforts in working with the citizens and stakeholders to build stronger and safer communities.  His 

strengths are problem solving and collaborating with others, to address social issues that will reduce 

overall crime, fear and disorder in the community.   

 

Chief Ayers has received several awards and letters of accommodations for outstanding police work 

as well as volunteer work in the community and area schools.  Over 30 years in Law Enforcement 

and creating Community Policing strategies and programs, Chief Ayers has the experience, resources 

and knowledge to address the concerns and problems within the community that he serves. 

 

One of Chief Ayers greatest accomplishments was creating the JAG Unit (Joint Agency Group).  The 

team was made up of Federal, State and County Agencies that addressed community concerns with 

problem houses and commercial establishments.  During a two-year period, the team conducted over 

2000 home visits and helped the community reduce violent and property crimes to a twenty-year low. 

 

Chief Ayers resides in Bowie, Maryland with his wife, Valencia.  He has three daughters, Vanika, 

Kayla and Kelsey and two sons Anthony, Jr. and Bryce. One grandson Anthony III and two 

granddaughters Vania and Jaliya. Chief Ayers is active in many community organizations including 

local churches.
